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KVCR Applies For Three Grants And
Is Awarded All Three

In the past seven months, KVCR applied for three grants and in November we were
awarded the first one, from The California Endowment. In June we received notice of being
awarded the other two. We're three for three!

The California Endowment provided KVCR with funds to support efforts in the
Coachella Valley and create awareness for the Building Healthy Communities initiative, whose
mission is to help highlight health equity and the social deter-

minants of health in the Coachella Valley. KVCR will produce The
5 short reports with stories that focus on Education, Health, California
Transportation, Higher Education with college graduates who Endowment

return to serve their Coachella community. As part of the
project we are working with “Coachella Unincorporated,” a youth-led journalism and
media-training project working in the Eastern Coachella Valley. Participating students learn
how to report, write and produce multimedia journalism content, all with the goal of helping to
build a healthy Eastern Coachella Valley. The students will work with KVCR to create one
30-minute show with their teacher as the host and the students helping to write her script.

Our second grant was provided by the San Bernardino Arts Council affording us the
financial ability to profile, produce and broadcast a new TV and radio short
series, Expressions of Art that profiles 10 art organizations or projects in
music, dance, visual arts, theater, literacy arts or film in the San Bernardino
region. This project will help to spotlight the many wonderful programs, projects
and non-profits working in our community that often go unnoticed.

The Art and Public Media grant funded by the California Arts Council will
act as “matching” funds for the previously mentioned art grant. KVCR will utilize the 10
Expressions of Art segments and re-package the segments to create a 30-minute, two-part
television and radio special that profiles the arts in San Bernardino in addition to surrounding
communities. Our city has suffered from bankruptcy,

shootings and a terrorist attack, so we are pleased to be \‘ C A L| F O R N | A
an active part in transforming our community and its / , A RTS C 0 U N C | L

perception in the region. There are beautiful examples

of art; the San Bernardino Symphony, The Garcia Center, an Autism Art Garden, as well as
music and dance programs that exist in our back yard. These grants will help us share the
uplifting experiences taking place in San Bernardino.

Within a week turn-around time this grant was written as our fourth grant
submission. This grant is for FNX in helping to preserve native languages. Indigenous Voices:
A collection of FNX original programs, acquired broadcast and on-line content featuring indig-
enous languages of Native communities to ensure their continuation so traditional wisdom and
values will be passed on to future generations. All grants were written by Kate Salvesen.




LIVE COVERAGE - On several occasions in the past weeks, 91.9 KVCR has aired LIVE Breaking
News events from NPR covering political fallout regarding the investigation of Russian interference in
the 2016 Election. These events challenge our small staff, but we consistently rise to the occasion in
order to serve the listening community and especially those who support our operation.

KVC_ aRts — This month, KVC_aRts featured two interviews from the SBVC family for inclusion in our
weekly arts and entertainment program on radio, KVC_aRts. The first was with Professor Margaret
Worsley from the Performing Arts Department at San Bernardino Valley College. KVCR’s Lillian
Vasquez interviewed Maggie Worsley who runs the Instrumental Music Program at SBVC. The
Worsley segment aired June 7th episode and June 11 repeat of KVC_aRts. More recently, Chris
Clarke, the retiring SBVC Planetarium Specialist, was interviewed by 91.9 KVCR Program Manager,
Rick Dulock. This segment aired June 14 and 19.
