The Life of A KVCR Intern

As a Bank of Ameri-
ca Student Leader, this 
summer I was  given the 
opportunity to intern for 
a local non-profit orga-
nization: KVCR radio. I 
got to intern with Lillian 
Vasquez from KVCR 
radio for 8 weeks.

If I could describe my internship, it would have 
to be unpredictable. Every day was a new task 
and which meant a new skill that I learned. 

I had various projects throughout my internship, 
ranging from:
- Scheduling interviews with Mayors across San 
Bernardino and Riverside County for a segment 
called “Mayor’s Moments;”
- Creating community contact spreadsheets;
- Transcribing and editing audio from inter-
views;
- Writing promotional scripts;
- Composing posts for the KVCR website;
- Interviewing CA Superintendent of Public In-
struction about teen vaccinations; and more.

My most memorable moment interning for 
KVCR was going into the studio. Due to the 
pandemic, my internship was predominantly 
remote with the exemption of one day where I 
visited the KVCR studio in San Bernardino. That 
day Lillian asked me to record some promotions 
and of course, it was an unrelenting yes. As I 
stepped in and saw the cascade of wires, micro-
phones, and audio jacks, I was overcome with a 

sense of surrealism. Sometimes, I can barely figure 
out how to justify a paragraph on Google Docs, now 
I was surrounded with so much technical audio 
equipment. I loved hearing my voice in the new 
system and the cadence I have when speaking.  I can 
now envision myself being a radio personality or a 
podcaster if my desired career in politics does not 
come into fruition. 

That day, I also got a tour of the studio. The televi-
sion side was very intricate, as it should be, to the 
point I had to mentally pause to absorb the informa-
tion I was getting. The television facet had a metic-
ulous setup of several monitors that detailed sched-
uling and airing programs. I even got to see two 
Emmy’s up close. On the radio side, the booths were 
heavily insulated and so I did not have to worry 
about other radio experts wondering who this new 
voice on the microphone was. 

The best advice I can give to incoming Bank of 
America Student Leaders or other KVCR interns, 
is to always ask questions if you don’t know. The 
luckiest thing with being an intern and starting your 
career at a young age is that you have the luxury 
to ask questions. Your employer knows you’re just 
coming out of high school or transitioning from one 
academic level to the next, therefore they will be 
more lenient and understanding of your progress. 

Lastly, I want to shout out Shareen Awad from 
KVCR for assisting me along the way, Cathy Pae-
dres from Bank of America for setting me up with 
KVCR, and of course, Lillian Vasquez for seeing 
my potential and allowing me to intern for her this 
summer.

I absolutely loved my time at KVCR. This is not the 
end, just until we meet again.

television series that explores a remote Cree 

community through the eyes of 4 children, their 

parents and grandparents. Since the launch of FNX 

Wapos Bay has been a staple of this channel, and 

quickly became the most beloved series on our air.

Now the entire series is being offered to your station 

as a pledge package, along with a 3 1/2 hour 

pledge program focusing on season 5. The 

pledge program is hosted by longtime PBS 

personality  Lillian Vasquez and FNX host producer 

Sahar Khadjenoury from the Navajo Nation.

This package includes all 34 episodes of the 

Wapos Bay series and can be aired on your main 

channel, or on your FNX feed.

FNX's Wapos Bay pledge show is a 3-hour marathon aimed to raise 
funds to sustain FNX content. 
An animated claymation series, Wapos Bay has ranked amongst the 
most popular programs on the FNX Channel for all age groups since 
the station launched nationally in 2012.

chaeologist, Dr. Rudy Reimer 
(Squamish), and two adven-
ture loving co-hosts Jenifer 
Brousseau (Ojibway/French) 
and Jacob Pratt (Dakota/ 
Saulteaux), we are taken on a 
quest through the mountains, 

waterways, plains, and Arctic landscapes of Canada’s an-
cient archaeological record to discover first-hand the untold 
story of the original peoples of North America.

The Turtle Bay Exploration

The far northern communities of California have historical-
ly been a difficult population to reach. The past history of 
settlements in these rugged territories has centered on min-
ing, logging and ranching. In addition, Native Americans 
traditionally living in these areas were forced to move into 
more distant and isolated lands. The result created a culture 
of rugged, independent individuals that pride themselves on 
a strong sense of self-reliance.

Director of the National Digital 
Inclusion Alliance, has been 
working in the field we now call 
digital inclusion since 1997.
Also on the show is Érica Del 
Toro who has worked for over 8 
years at the Parent University 
program at Cal State University 

Fresno. When the pandemic hit, she worked quickly with the Director of CSU 
Fresno Office of Community and Economic Development to restructure the 
Fresno State Parent University program to be totally virtual.

FNX NOW “Vaccine Update” 
As the Delta Variant continues to dominate in the U.S. and worldwide, this 
episode takes an in depth look at the effectiveness of the vaccines and 
whether we are focusing too much on blaming the unvaccinated for the 
uprise in new cases.
Dr. Monica Gandhi MD, MPH opens the conversation. Dr. Gandhi is Profes-
sor of Medicine and Associate Division Chief of the Division of HIV, Infectious 
Diseases, and Global Medicine at UCSF/ SF General Hospital. She also 
serves as the Director of the UCSF Center for AIDS Research and the Medi-
cal Director of the HIV Clinic at SFGH.
Closing out the show is Dr. Tiffani Jenae Johnson, board-certified pediatric 
emergency medicine physician.

FNX NOW “Biden’s Immigration Policy Update” 
This program welcomes Muzaffar Chishti, an MPI Senior Fellow and Director 
of the MPI office at New York University School of Law, and Nicole Elizabeth 
Ramos, the Director of Al Otro Lado’s Border Rights Project. The project 
works with asylum seekers in Tijuana, Mexico, providing legal orientation and 
accompaniment, and also engages in human rights monitoring and impact 
litigation. Ava Benach, founding partner of Benach Collopy LLC, an Immigra-
tion Law Firm in Washington, closes the show. For nearly twenty years, Ava 
has navigated clients through the maze of immigration law. In June 2017, 
Ava was awarded the Edith B. Lowenstein Award for Excellence in Advanc-
ing the Practice of Immigration Law by the American Immigration Lawyers 
Association (AILA).

FNX NOW “Eviction Moratorium” 
Millions of U.S. families fell behind on their rent amid the Covid pandemic 
and record levels of unemployment. This segment explores the CDC’s 
extended federal moratorium on evictions which expires on October 3rd. 
What happens next for renters and small landlords? How has the moratorium 
faired against legal challenges? Our guests include Juan Pablo Garnham, 
Audience and Community Engagement Editor at the Eviction Lab at Prince-
ton University, as well as Dr. Shawnita Sealy-Jefferson, Principal Investigator 
and leader of the Social Epidemiology to Eliminate Disparities (SeeD) Lab at 
Ohio State University, and Francisco Duenas, Executive Director at “Housing 
Now!” California.
