message? 
• Who was Theodore Roosevelt?  Why was he an important person in history? 
• Who was Eleanor Roosevelt?  What role did she play in history? 
• What was the problem that the kids were trying to solve in the episode? 
• How did Roosevelts help them solve the problem?

• What is the most important thing I learned personally? 
• What were some of the most interesting discoveries I made while watching this 

program? 
• What were some of my most powerful learning moments in the program and what 

made them so? 
• How much did you know about the subject before we started? Explain.

• What was the lesson you learned from the episode? 
• Are there adults in your life that you go to for help when you are stuck with a problem?

Be sure to include the topic and details 

that support the main idea. 
• Create a storyboard that shows the sequence of events that occurred during the 

episode.

• How have your views of creepy crawly things changed since watching the show?
