e Do you think it is easier or more difficult for baby animals to survive after they have
learned to move around their environment independently?
e What key details support your opinion?

Box 3 (Tasks)

¢ Create a table that shows how each of the animals in the episode search for food,
survive in harsh environments and bond with family members. You can use pen and
paper, a text document on the computer, a PowerPoint slide or another option of your
choice.

e Using a vertical number line, plot the various high and low temperatures of the terrains
described. What is the difference between them? (ELD) You may use academic words
like these: “unlike, in contrast, on the contrary, nevertheless, on the one hand, on the
other hand...”

¢ Ask a family member to describe what life was like when you were first able to get
around your environment independently. What trials and tribulations did you face? How
are those similar and different to what baby animals experience?
